Thinking of Homeschooling?
What is Homeschooling? Homeschooling is the practice of teaching your children at home by parents, tutors, or virtual programs instead of sending them to school.
How to Get Started:
1. Connect with local homeschooling families. They can offer invaluable support, advice, and resources specific to your area.
2. Learn your state’s homeschool laws. These laws vary greatly, so understanding your obligations is crucial.
3. Explore teaching styles and educational approaches. Consider your child's learning style and your own strengths as an educator.
4. Choose a curriculum. Research different options, considering your child's needs and your educational philosophy.
5. Set up a space and routine. Designate a dedicated learning area and create a consistent schedule to foster focus.
6. Evaluate regularly and adapt. Track progress, identify areas for improvement, and be willing to adjust your approach.
7. Celebrate progress and achievements! Acknowledge milestones to maintain motivation and make learning enjoyable.
Legal Considerations
Currently, there is no requirement to register or report homeschooling status to any entity on base. Families stationed overseas are not subject to U.S. state compulsory attendance laws.
· DoDEA recognizes homeschooling and allows limited class access for eligible students.
